The University gave them
that further education =0 necessary
to those taking up a professional
career, or enabled those who had heen
through a good school and still felt
there was something they wanted to
learn, the chance to go on a bit fur-
ther with some particular subject in
specialised courses,

Thanking the Advisory Council for
the welcome they had given him, Mr.
Johnston said he was happy to come
to Dandenong fur many reasons, the
main one being that Mr. Griffiths had
been his first master some years ago
at University High.
